Year 2 visit to SHOREHAM BY SEA

Year 2 had a wonderful day on Monday
visiting the lifeboat station at
Shoreham- by -Sea.

The children have been studying the life
of the Victorian heroine Grace Darling,
the daughter of a lighthouse keeper. She
is famous for her amazing rescue
mission in a rowing boat during the
sinking of a steamer
ship.

The children visited the RNLI Lifeboat
station which is situated on Kingston
Beach adjacent to the lighthouse. There
is a larger boat hall, a crew training
room, proper drying facilities for wet
crew Kkit, changing facilities and a
viewing platform for the public. Visiting
Shoreham’s state-of-the-art lifeboat
centre helped the children to make the
link between this historical event and
our modern RNLI.

The station is run by local volunteers
throughout the year. The children were

Shoreham Harbour lifeboat crew
have been presented with over 20
awards for gallantry.

e The all-weather lifeboat was one
of 19 lifeboats that took part in
the evacuation of the British
Expeditionary Force from
Dunkirk.

e Shoreham lifeboat centre is home
to the state of the art Tamar all
weather lifeboat. The £2.7million
Tamar lifeboat is named the Enid
Collett, after the late donor whose
generous legacy funded the boat.
She was out saving lives two days
after she arrived at the station in
2010.

e The new boathouse opened in
October 2010 following a three-
year community appeal to raise
£1million towards the new build.
